1. Make sura the batteries in the TPMS Initialization Tool #)-45295 ars in good, strong
¢condition. If needed, use a tester to check battery conditlon.

2. Confirm tha “Long Term Storags Fuse” is nstalled in the vehicle’s fuse panel (see
Figure 2).
